Open meeting: Having a quorum present, Chairman Ostrowski called the meeting to order at 7pm
Approval of July Minutes: A motion was made by Carol and seconded by Tish to approve the July Minutes. Carried.
Solar Farm: The Chairman made up a checklist to see what needs to be done. 
* Question about who is to be Lead Agency. Gary suggested to have the Town Board be lead agency. 

* Cory stated that they have an Agricultural Waiver. She will get that info to us. The Town Attorney recommends an escrow fund to pay for consultant services. The Town Board will make this decision. 
* The EAF Mapper will be updated to include the parks.

* Curb cut on Route 20 for National Grid.  
* Ag & Markets needs to be notified. 

* Special Use Permit Fee must be established. Corey stated that the application fee states $75.00
* Approval from related agencies must be received before the special use permit is approved.

Gary asked about the Pilot Program. The chairman stated that the Town of Brant has the Pilot Program. There is a lease option available that has not been signed. He believes that the DEC would have to be notified because the acreage is 13.5. 

The soil contamination study – there are 2 ways it can go. 1. they would use an oil-based Transformer. which would require the study or 2. Dry Transformer does not use oil it is air cooled. Corey stated she will have to contact their engineers regarding this.
This project qualifies for community solar. National Grid will make available to residents, businesses and the town, discounts which is about 10% in various year terms.
The chairman will send a letter and packet to the board regarding lead agency.
