Trustee Rovnak-Trustee Rovnak is trying to get a bridge height sign for Railroad Ave. (Farnham Rd) from the DOT for situations when traffic is re-routed due to accidents.
Trustee Heller- Nothing-the lights look nice on the trees
 Trustee Cordia-the street lights are fixed.

Mayor- The Mayor & George hosted the E.C. Coalition Meeting here; Thank You to the Ladies’ Aux. & Firemen for hosting the Children’s Christmas Party & putting lights up at the park & on the firehall; Legislature John Mills gave the village $1,000 towards our clock project, there was a nice article in the Observer; the 2% Tax Cap was announced, which really isn’t 2%, but we will deal with it.
Village Clerk-Jackie met with the accountant for a full day, everything is in good shape; reviewed & completed renewal application for our Insurance Company; placed a Christmas ad in the Pennysaver from the village; there were 2 Brant water shut offs, which were turned back on the same day; went to Village Clerk’s mtg. in East Aurora & Senior Citizens Christmas Party; we had the Children’s Christmas Party.
 DPW Report-working on Farnham readings; Eden has a water problem which we are having a hard time locating; Church St. project is complete, we were quoted $54,000 to have it done, we did it for $10,000, Thank You to Jason, Evan, Doug & Andrew for helping out, it was a job well done.  Ellsworth also asked if Thank You cards could be sent to Towns of Brant, N. Collins, & Eden Highway Suprs. For helping with the project, Jackie will take care of it.
Code Enforcement- the situation on Railroad Ave. is going well; a car backed into a building on Commercial St., the building is stabilized at this point until it can be fixed correctly.
Fire Department Report-* Motion by Trustee Rovnak to authorize Chief Chiavetta to purchase 2 pagers at a cost not to exceed $1,000.00; 2nd by Trustee Cordia.  The question was brought up why they don’t go through insurance for lost or broken pagers, issue will be discussed.*Motion by Trustee Heller to accept Melanie McEvoy as a new member of the Farnham Fire Department; 2nd by Trustee Rovnak; all in favor-AYE; *Motion to accept the exempts of Eric Zeffiro by Trustee Cordia; 2nd by Trustee Rovnak; all in favor-AYE
