Mayor- *Last month reported that Jere & George met with the Insurance Rep.; we received a welcome letter & it has saved the Village approximately $5,000 per year; 1/19-went to Vlg. Officials Mtg. in Kenmore; 1/24-met with Univ. of Buffalo. Architecture & Planning Grp.w/ George regarding adopting a Solar Permit Resolution to receive $2,500 for the Village; Jere read a resolution to adopt, Jackie did a roll call vote; the resolution will be sent in to receive the $2,500; which is part 1 of 4 to be eligible to get $50,000 for the Village; 2/9 met w/Andy from Tronconi & Segarra regarding a comp. audit report, also recommended doing resolutions on all Reserve Accts.; went to a South Town Coalition Mtg.-they are willing to help us out with our 125th celebration; spoke with Green Flush Technologies re: restrooms for the park, still pursuing restrooms through a grant we were supposed to get through Grisanti, also going for a generator.
