Church Street Water Project- final 500 feet of Church Street is still a 4” line with several patches, it is 70+ years old; needs to be replaced with 8” lines,  Ellsworth has pricing, it does not include a new meter pit for the factory.  Meter pit will be about $400; we will take it out of the General Fund, not to exceed $10,000.  We would like to get the materials out of this budget, as suggested by the accountant. Motion by Deputy Mayor Rovnak to authorize up to $10,000.00 for the Church St. Water Replacement Project from the General Fund; second by Trustee Huffnagle; all in favor-AYE; opposed-NONE; Carried
Erie County Water Authority Procurement Contract- mayor has called Paul Riester, head of Procurement Dept., has not heard back from him.  Mr. Shaw was given a copy of letter to look over he feels it is a good idea, a Win-Win situation.  He will type up a resolution and forward to Jackie to file and send a copy to Erie County Water Authority.
NEW BUSINESS:
State Park Water:  Late fees of $184.16 on 1 account; $17.14 on their other account; Jackie sent a letter to Niagara Falls, who pays their bill.  They informed us that Albany refuses to pay late fees.  Jackie asked the board for suggestions on how they would like to handle this.  Jackie said she has an e-mail from one of Gov. Cuomo’s assistant’s and will e-mail him; it was unanimous to go ahead with that and see what happens.

CRM Contracting: Tower Cleaning & Sanitizing ($2,785.00-Brant to pay ½); to be done after Corrpro comes in to do the needed repairs. Motion made by Trustee Heller to split bill with Brant for cleaning & sanitizing of tower after needed repairs are complete, cost will be $1,392.50 for Farnham; 2nd by Trustee Huffnagle. All in favor AYE; Opposed-none; Carried
Adopt-A-Highway: Jackie asked board if anyone was still interested continuing or if we should opt out.  We normally do it in May, Trustee Rovnak suggested May 7th.  Question was asked if explorers were involved in it.  We will have Adopt-A-Highway on May 7th @ 10 AM.  ALL WELCOME!!
Brant-Farnham Historical Society Report: available here & at the Clerk’s Office-next meeting tomorrow night @ 7:00 PM.  We also have a Historical Committee & 2 Trustee’s; Yvonne & Dolly are our Trustee’s on the Committee also.

Trustee Huggnagle-Nothing to Report, I am going to a meeting tomorrow for the Historical Society.
Mayor noted that Jackie went to a meeting with the Clerk’s Association that had people from a Historical preservation company with information on funding; he would like to preserve the tower outside the Village Hall.

Mayor’s Report-April 6th-had meeting with accountant, re: village accounts & budget-we are in good shape; April 21st-going to Village Officials Director’s Mtg. in Sloan for Mayor’s; April 22nd-meeting with Dave Sink, IT person, regarding updating computers & making our computers more secure; March 27th-meeting here with Marie Thornton & Paul D’Orlando from Erie County to go over possible grant eligibility; May 5th-National Grid WNY Emergency Planning Mtg.  Jere is in the office at least 3 days a week if anyone has issues, my door is open.
Village Clerk’s- *our credit card system is up & running for water payments & taxes, there is a $3.00 or 3% convenience fee to use it,*Working on Finalizing the Budget, now we have to submit it to the County & State,*the accountant is coming out on Thursday to go over all the bookkeeping,*the computer person that works with Brant is coming Friday to take a look at our computers to make them more secure and update, * attended Clerk’s Meeting in Springville where they spoke about funding for Historical Restorations, I will get more information regarding that, *collecting Farnham water bills.
 DPW Report- *started on spring clean-up,*there’s a culvert pipe on Church St. that needs to be replaced,*turning on Brant seasonal residents,*Ellsworth & Jason are going to a class to keep up their certifications.
Code Enforcement-Effective 4/6/16, NYS is updating its codes from 2006 to 2015(3 code series), there are big changes, do not know what they are yet.  Paul starts class on Friday and has class every Friday through May.  We are part of the International Code Council and we will get free Code Books in the mail.
Fire Department Report-* Stryker- $36,816.72; $500.00 trade in value for the old one; new one has electric motor; we will be the 1st one in the immediate area with one.  Will save on potential Compensation Claims;
$1,620.00 to install by Gorman, they have installed 7 already. TOTAL-$38,436.72 (with installation), $20,000 initially payment this year to come out of Fire Dept. & Ambulance Funds; additional payments to come out of Fire Dept. & Ambulance Funds for the next 2 years.
Motion to adopt this three year plan plus installation this year + $3805.00 over the next two years out of the Fire and Ambulance Budgets by Trustee Heller; second by Trustee Rovnak; all in favor; none opposed, motion carried.

Mayor checked the budget, it is in there.
*Peter spoke about a new paging system for fire & ambulance calls.

*Ellsworth was awarded EMS fire service of the year award.
