Mayor- Thank You to Patty for the books for the Anniversary-they were spectacular-they are now available at the Village Hall & Historical Society; attended the Village Assoc. Mtg. on 8/17 @ Mickey Rats; E.C. Gov. Mtg. in Eden w/several board members on 8/24; signed Emergency Services Mutual Aid form as requested by Erie County; attended & approved the draft plan as required by NYS for Shared Services, it was approved by a 33/1 vote; on 9/28 will be a attending a CDGB briefing prior to the E.C. Gov. meeting in Orchard Park; CDBG submission deadline is Sept. 30th, which we are still not eligible, but I will still go through the process as far as Rural Transit is concerned
Village Clerk- Worked with accountants for a full day last Thursday; finished collecting Brant water bills-only one shut off; sent out 2nd notices on delinquent property taxes today; wrapped up final tallies on the 5K run and the Veteran’s accounts and handed out reports so everyone knows where they are at; keeping things rolling in the office.
 DPW Report-received a National Grid street light form for reporting; cutting grass; weed whacking; meter reading Farnham; finished electrical at park; a lot of line locating; service inspections; would like letters sent to Eden, Brant, Evans & N. Collins for the use of their dump trucks and also a letter to NYS-DOT for the 4 tons of millings-Jackie will send the letters; the mayor stated the  DPW is in need of a new Dump Truck our 5 year plan has gone into 7 years, also we will be looking into a plow, as Ellsworth has been doing the plowing over the past several years; we are running into several costly repairs; the mayor spoke with the accountant regarding our financial status, the process will begin shortly.
